The Arbitration Court proceeds in accordance with its own Rules of Proceedings supplemented with the provisions of the Sub-Rules of Expedited Proceedings. The number of arbitrators shall be one and the language to be used in the arbitral proceedings shall be English. The parties exclude the possibility of the retrial of the proceedings as regulated in Section IX of Act no. LX of 2017 on Arbitration. In order to settle the legal dispute the Hungarian substantive law shall apply, excluding its private international law rules
